SUNY GENERAL EDUCATION REQUIREMENTS

SUNY General Education (GE) is a system-wide framework applicable to all SUNY undergraduate degree programs that addresses the fundamental goals of
higher education, including proficiency with essential skills, familiarization with disciplinary and interdisciplinary ways of knowing, and enhancement of the
values and disposition of an engaged 21st century global citizenry.

The SUNY GE framework includes ten specific “knowledge and skills areas,” as well as two general “core competencies” that are infused across the
curriculum. The structure is based upon system-wide learning outcomes, which promote academic excellence and support seamless transfer of students
between and among SUNY institutions. If students satisfy a SUNY GE area at one SUNY campus with a grade of C or higher, they will have met that SUNY
GE area at every other SUNY campus.

In accordance with SUNY requirements, students matriculating in fall 2023 and thereafter must complete a minimum number of SUNY GE credits distributed
across the ten areas as indicated in the table below. The following four areas must be among the completed credits: Communication — Written and Oral;
Diversity: Equity, Inclusion, and Social Justice; Mathematics (and Quantitative Reasoning); and Natural Sciences (and Scientific Reasoning).
