Bataitis, who taught students and guided the athletics program at JCC from
1956 to 1987, earned a bachelor’ s degree at I1thaca College and a master’ s degree
at the State University of New Y ork at Buffalo. During his career at JCC, he
served as chairman of the physical education department and human development
and educational services, director of athletics, and acting dean of students.

He is past president of the Chautaugua Region Community
Foundation, Jamestown Civic Auto Ramps, Inc., Jamestown Area Chamber of Commerce, and Moon Brook Country Club
boards of directors. He has also served as a board member or volunteer for the Gustavus Adol phus Child and Family Service of
Jamestown, Lutheran Social Services Foundation, and Jamestown Rotary Club. Heis currently atrustee of the First Presbyterian
Church of Jamestown.

Mrs. Strickler, a graduate of Pittsburgh area schools and the Carnegie College of the Fine Arts, was a teacher in Pittsburgh,
Panama, and Jamestown schools. A longtime community volunteer in various civic and arts organizations, sheis aformer board
member of the Jamestown YWCA and Arts Council for Chautauqua County. She has served as a Stephen minister at the First
Presbyterian Church of Jamestown for severa years.

JCC Foundation’ s asset allocation
strategy, commitment to “ best-in-class’
investment managers, and low investment
expenses has produced exceptional results
over the past several years. For the 3-year
period ending August 31, 2007, the stock
market’s (S& P 500 Index) total return
was 12.2%, the bond market’ s (Lehman
Aggregate Bond Index) total return was
3.5%, and the foundation’ s total return
was 11.9% after all investment expenses.
For the same period, the foundation’s
benchmark policy index was up 11.4%
and had experienced more risk than the
foundation’ s investment program. During
the fiscal-year ending August 31, 2007,
the stock market’s (S& P 500 Index) total
return was 15.1%, the bond market’s
(Lehman Aggregate Bond Index) total
return was 5.3%, and the foundation’s
total return was 11.0%.

Our foundation and board of directors
will continue to monitor investment
returns closely to help ensure the best
return for your fund. As of the fiscal year
ending August 31, 2007, our endowment
totaled $8,205,066 with total investment
expenses of about 0.64% per year. A total
of $460,853 scholarship dollars was made
available to 347 studentsin the 2006-
2007 academic year.
