Registration Procedures  
Full- and part-time students can register for any campus-based course prior to the second course meeting, provided they have met the course prerequisites 
and have completed any necessary placement tests. You can register for online courses through the fifth day of the semester, provided the courses are open 
and you meet the prerequisites. Schedule changes can be processed during the drop/add period, January 25-26.  

 

Currently Enrolled Full-Time Students: After meeting with your advisor, obtain a copy of your schedule at the Counseling and Career Planning Center on 
Cattaraugus County Campus, registrar's office on the Jamestown Campus, the main offices at the North County and Warren centers, or access it at https://
banner.sunyjcc.edu. Student advisement and registration concludes January 15. Schedule changes will be processed during drop/add period, January 25-26. 

 

New Students and Readmissions: Apply for entrance to the college through the admissions office or at www.sunyjcc.edu. Click on the Admissions link. The 
admissions office will inform you about advisement and registration procedures.

Mail-in and Online Registration 
Pre-registration on or before December 17, 2009: If you register by mail or online (https://banner.sunyjcc.edu) on or before December 17, your student bill 
needs to be deferred or paid in full no later than January 8, 2010. You will receive your student bill in the mail in late December. You can view your student 
bill online immediately after registration. You can pay your bill online in full or in installments. Contact the business office at the campus you attend for 
more details. Failure to pay or defer your bill in full by January 8 may result in late fees or cancellation of your registration. To hold your pre-registration 
status, please take care of your financial obligation by January 8. Continuing students who choose to register online must have a user ID (J# or Social 
Security number) as well as a personal ID number (six-digit PIN) to access the website.

Registration December 18, 2009 and later: Students registering by mail or online (https://banner.sunyjcc.edu) December 18 or later will receive a bill in the 
mail. You can view your bill online immediately after registration. Students wishing to pay their bills online may do so in full or in installments. Contact the 
business office at the campus you attend for more details. Your student bill needs to be paid or deferred in full by January 29, 2010 since failure to do so will 
result in late fees being added to your bill.  

   

If you want to add a course, you must do so prior to the second scheduled meeting of the campus-based course to be added or within the first five days of an 
online course. You may withdraw from classes with a W grade through the first 10 weeks of the semester, but tuition adjustments will be made according to 
the refund schedules, as noted on page 5. All course change procedures can be initiated in the Counseling and Career Planning Center on the Cattaraugus 
County Campus, registrar’s office on the Jamestown Campus, and in the main office of the North County and Warren centers; online students should contact 
the distance learning director. If you begin the semester and then decide that you must drop all of your classes, you must complete an official withdrawal 
form. Please refer to withdrawal dates and liability on page 4. Withdrawal after classes have begun January 19 will result in liability of your tuition and 
fees. 

 

Advisement Notes 
• Full-time students are required to see their advisors to review their academic progress and to discuss courses for the upcoming semester. Part-time 

students are also strongly urged to seek advisement. 
• When you meet with your advisor, review your educational-vocational plans and academic progress. Discuss degree and graduation requirements. It is 

ultimately the student’s responsibility to learn and know the graduation and program requirements for the degree being sought and to monitor progress 
toward fulfilling those requirements. 

• Access your student transcript at https://banner.sunyjcc.edu. Use the college catalog and CAPP Degree Evaluation to identify program requirements. 
Prepare a tentative course schedule prior to your advisement session. 

• If you are changing your program of study and/or your advisor, you must complete an advisor/program change form. Forms are available in the counseling 
centers on the Cattaraugus County and Jamestown campuses and in the main office at the North County and Warren centers. 

• Students with financial obligations to the college may be denied registration for additional credit and non-credit courses until satisfactory arrangements 
are made. Students should review their accounts with the financial aid or business offices before scheduling advisement appointments. 

• Students are responsible for making sure their course selection meets financial aid guidelines. 
 

Placement Test Information  
JCC administers the placement test to students prior to their enrollment in college courses. The test is used to gather information to place you in classes for 
which you are best prepared and in which you are most likely to succeed. The test consists of two parts. The first part is comprised entirely of multiple choice 
questions which measure your ability in the basic skills of reading and mathematics. The second part is the English essay in which you demonstrate your 
ability to write a composition. Your advisor will use this information to help you plan your future at JCC. All new full-time students are required to take the 
placement test. New part-time students are strongly encouraged to take the placement test prior to registration. Part-time students must take the placement 
test prior to enrolling in any course which has a reading, writing, or math prerequisite unless they qualify for an exemption.  

 
Exemptions from taking the placement test include: you have a degree from an accredited college or university (associate's, bachelor's, master's, etc.); you 
have transfer credit in mathematics and ENG 1530 from an accredited institution; you have graduated in or are currently ranked in the top 10% of your high 
school class; you have advanced placement credit for ENG 1530 and mathematics; or you are auditing a course through JCC's "Over 60" program. 

 
If you are a returning part-time student and plan to take a course with a reading or writing prerequisite and you haven't taken the placement test (see 
exemptions), plan on registering for one of the test dates. If you have a disability and require testing accommodations, contact the disability support services 
coordinator at each site.

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Grades - The grading system of Jamestown Community College is as follows: 

Consult the college catalog for details about the incomplete (I), credit (CR), 
audit (AU), official withdrawal (W), and administrative withdrawal (X) 
grades.  
 

Imputed Credit: The faculty and administration have determined that some 
courses listed in this master schedule may not be counted toward degree 
programs offered by the college. These are courses which are not at the 
college level, but are designed as remedial courses for students who need to 
prepare themselves for college-level work. Courses in this category carry 
imputed credit and are designated in this schedule as IC. Eligible students 
enrolled in courses carrying imputed credit may receive financial aid. 
 

Attendance: Every student is expected to attend all lecture and laboratory 
sessions for which he or she is registered. Absences will be recorded by 
instructors, and the student will be held responsible for making up all work 
missed. Attendance requirements for each course are established by the 
instructor and announced, published, and distributed with the course outline 
at the first class meeting. 
 

Participation in Online Courses: Online students must begin their course the 
week it is scheduled to begin. Students are expected to log in to their course 
three-four times per week. Participation requirements are set by the 
instructor and published in course information documents. 
 

Retention and Graduation Rates: A study of the 889 students who enrolled 
as first time full-time students at JCC in fall 2005 indicated that 29.1% had 
graduated by the end of the fall 2008 semester. An additional 19% had 
transferred to other colleges prior to graduation and 7.4% were still 
enrolled. A recent survey of 2008 graduates indicated that 53% of those 
responding had transferred to other colleges or universities, while 48% were 
employed full-time. (Sources: Materials from the State University of New 
York Administration Office of Institutional Research and the 2007-2008 
graduate follow-up survey conducted by JCC's Office of Institutional 
Research.) This data is available in the institutional research office on the 
Jamestown Campus.

It should be noted that 
some students "stop out" for a semester or two due to family, work, or 
financial considerations, but eventually return to complete their educational 
programs.

Course Requirements  
Terms used in course requirement information in the master schedule: 
 

PREREQUISITE: A course a student has already successfully completed or has 
demonstrated competency in by achieving a placement test score above a 
specific cutoff level. 
 
COREQUISITE: A course which a student takes during the same semester as 
the class in question. If a student has already successfully completed a 
corequisite, he/she does not need to take the course again. 
 
ELIGIBILITY: Refers to an academic readiness to take certain courses. For 
English, eligibility is determined through placement testing which indicates 
which writing course one is eligible (ready) to take. Eligibility for math may 
be determined by a review of math placement scores and consultation with 
an academic advisor or counselor. 
 
READING: Some courses have as a course requirement the achievement of a 
certain score (e.g. 80+) on the reading placement test. Full-time students can 
find out about placement scores on Banner; part-time students can learn 
about their scores from counselors in the counseling centers. 
 
PLACEMENT TEST: The college placement test assesses skills in mathematics, 
reading, and writing. If a student chooses to take any course for which there 
is a placement test prerequisite, he/she must take the appropriate test. As a 
rule, full-time students take the complete test after they have been accepted 
for admission to the college and prior to registration. New part-time 
students are strongly encouraged to take the test prior to registration. Part-
time students must take the placement test prior to enrolling in any course 
which has a reading or writing prerequisites. 
 
PERMISSION OF INSTRUCTOR: A course with this notation requires the 
student to meet with the instructor to receive permission to take the course. 
 
WAIVER OF PRE-/COREQUISITES: If a student feels qualified to take a course 
for which he or she does not appear to have the formal prerequisite 
background, the student should contact the full-time faculty member 
teaching the course or the assistant for the area. If, in the estimation of the 
faculty member or assistant dean, the student meets the prerequisites in 
some other way, the faculty member or assistant dean may sign a waiver 
form which the student can then present to his advisor and/or the registrar 
on the Jamestown Campus or the Counseling and Career Planning Center on 
the Cattaraugus County Campus. Students cannot register for courses for 
which they do not have a prerequisite or a signed waiver form.

SUNY General Education Requirements 
What are they? These are graduation requirements for students attending 
any four-year SUNY school. There are 10 categories of study; each can be 
fulfilled by a number of courses. Students will need to take at least one course 
from each of the 10 categories in order to graduate from any SUNY four-year 
school. Check with your advisor for the most current information on SUNY 
General Education Requirements. 

How can I be sure if my courses are going to meet the SUNY General 
Education Requirements? Use the checklist to identify JCC courses that meet 
requirements for each of the General Education categories. Meet with your 
advisor or a counselor to review these courses as they apply to the SUNY 
General Education Requirements. 

Can a course be used in more than one category? Yes. As an example, ANT 
1510 can be used to meet both Other World Cultures and Social Sciences 
categories, although you will still need to have a total of 30 credits from the 
general education categories as a whole. One exception: courses used to meet 
the Humanities core cannot be used to meet any other requirement. 

Do I have to meet these requirements before I transfer? No, you do not have 
to meet the requirements either to graduate from JCC or to transfer to 
another school. However, students planning to transfer with an AA or AS 

degree to a SUNY school are expected to have completed 21 hours of SUNY 
General Education Requirements (7 categories) before they graduate from 
JCC. Students can, and are encouraged, to take the full 30-hour (10 
categories) before they transfer to maximize the strength of their transfer 
courses. 

If I’m planning to transfer to a non-SUNY school, do I need to meet these 
requirements? No. Each institution has its own General Education 
Requirements. Check with your advisor or one of the counselors to see what 
courses are required at the school to which you plan to transfer.

 JCC’s honors program provides challenging academic and enrichment opportunities for highly motivated students with demonstrated academic ability. 
Honors students work in a community of scholars, engaging in academic dialogue and special projects that provide intellectual stimulation and the opportunity 
for independent investigation. Honors courses include both special courses reserved exclusively for honors students, as well as opportunities to participate in 
“blended” courses in which honors students participate with other students while engaging in special activities designed to provide additional rigor and 
reward. Contact your advisor to discuss your eligibility for these offerings.  

 Students entering JCC for the first time must have a high school grade point average of 85% or better and must be eligible for college-level English and have 
a reading score of 80 or better. Current JCC students or returning students with previous JCC credits become eligible for program participation by earning a 
grade point average of 3.5 or better in 12 or more semester hours of study. To continue in the program, all students must earn cumulative grade point 
averages of 3.0 or better. Those students who maintain and graduate with a cumulative grade point average of 3.0 or better and complete a minimum of nine 
hours of honors-level work with a minimum of one hour earned through a field experience will receive an honors designation on their transcripts. Field 
experience may be embedded into certain honors courses, while in other honors courses, students may have an option of completing an additional one-credit 
experience to fulfill the field work requirement. 

 Honors students are encouraged to enroll in one honors-level course each semester during their JCC experience. A student who opts not to enroll in an 
honors-level course for two or more consecutive semesters (excluding summer) will no longer be considered an honors program participant and will relinquish 
program benefits.

This must include information on the availability of 
meningococcal meningitis vaccine and either 1) a record of meningococcal meningitis immunization within the past 10 years, or 2) an acknowledgement of 
meningococcal disease risks and refusal of meningococcal meningitis immunization signed by the student or student’s parent or guardian.   

 

Complete JCC’s Certificate of Immunization/Acknowledgement of Meningitis Information form, available at the JCC health center on the campus you are at-
tending or downloaded from www.sunyjcc.edu. According to New York State Public Health Law, no institution shall permit any student to attend the institution 
in excess of 30 days without complying with this law. The cost of the vaccine may be covered by the individual’s health insurance policy.

Students born on or after January 1, 1957: New York State Public Health Law 2165 requires post-secondary students attending colleges and universities to 
demonstrate proof of immunity to measles, mumps, and rubella. This law applies to anyone born January 1, 1957 or later who is taking six or more semester 
hours. Failure to do so will result in suspension and a $25 fine. JCC’s Certificate of Immunization/Acknowledgement of Meningitis Information form should be 
signed by a physician, unless you are attaching other legal proofs such as school records or county clinic records.
