They will be able to identify 

characteristics of occupations including the nature of the work, job responsibilities, employment outlook, salary and 

benefits, and education, training, and/or experience needed. Students will conduct informational interviews to share with 

the class.

Career InfoNet, CareerZone). 

 Discussions of careers including job responsibilities, salary and benefits, working conditions, employment 

outlook, and opportunities for advancement within the field. 

 Explore career clusters to determine educational/training required. 

 Complete an informational interview.
