Course Description: Students will participate in a music ensemble, gain a greater understanding of music literature and 

styles, and grow in musical expression through performance.  Students will perform in the ensemble during a concert at 

the end of each semester.  This course is the second in the sequence and will cover new and different music literature.   
 

Prerequisite: MUS 1750.

5. Demonstrate growth in the understanding of appropriate music literature. 

6. Demonstrate improved ensemble performance technique.
